From the south of the Kremlin there is the Moskva River, in the northwest there is
Alexander Gardens, and in the east there is Red Square.
The tallest tower is the Troitskaya Tower. The most famous of the towers is the

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The Spasskaya Tower

The Spasskaya Tower is the most famous tower of Moscow Kremlin. The tower is
located in the central part of Red Square. There is the main gate into the Kremlin in the
tower .The Spasskaya Tower was built in 1491 by the Italian architect Pietro Antonio
Solari. It is one of the symbols of Moscow. It has a famous clock; The Kremlin clock
was made in the 16 th century. The Kremlin Clock weighs 25 tons. Spasskaya Tower
has 10 floors. The Spasskaya Tower is one of the tallest tower of the Kremlin (71
meters tall). It strikes on the hour, the half hour and the quarter. It has a belfry, a ruby
star and the chimes.

It was the work of an Italian, Marco
Bono. It is the tallest tower and structure of the Kremlin. It rises in the centre of the
Kremlin. The Ivan the Great Bell Tower is an ensemble with three components. All of
the buildings are made of brick. The Ivan the Great Bell Tower today contains 22 bells.
It unites all the Kremlin Cathedrals into a majestic ensemble. On the stone pedestal at
the foot of the Bell Tower there is a Tsar-Bell-the largest bell in the world. Not far from

it you can see a Tsar-Cannon.
